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Today is Tuesday October 11, 2005, and this is the start of an interview with Harry Banfield at Cleveland State University.  My name is Eugene Yakubov and I’ll be the interviewer.  The interview is done in connection with the Euclid Corridor Project.

Yakubov:  How are you Mr. Banfield?

Banfield:  I’m fine thank you 
Yakubov: Before we begin discussing the City Mission, and your role in the organization, I would like to I would like to get to know a little about you.  Where and when were you born?

Banfield:  I was born in Mentor, Ohio, which is not to far from Cleveland.  That was in

August 22, 1930.  I have been around a few years.

Yakubov:  So have you lived in the Cleveland area most of your life?

Banfield:  Yes

Yakubov:  Where have you lived in the Cleveland area?

Banfield:  ok, when I was still an infant my folks moved from Mentor, Ohio, to

Chesterland, Ohio, in Geauga County, than I grew up there till about my late twenty’s.  

From there I moved to Lake County, a little town outside of Painesville, called Leroy 

Township.  My mailing address is Painesville; we have to borrow there post office.

Yakubov:  What’s it like to live in Geauga County, as opposed to the city life here in 

Cleveland.  I know you commute back and forth, so is there any similarities between 

Geauga County and Cleveland?

Banfield:  Oh, it’s much different. Much more quiet.  I grew up enjoying living out there; 

I had classmates who couldn’t wait to leave, because it was so quiet.  Somehow I have 

always enjoyed living out there, where we live now is very rural.  There are things about 

nature that we enjoy, that we couldn’t enjoy in the city.  We are very grateful that we live 

close to the city, and we like the city very much.
Yakubov:  Do you have any siblings?

Banfield? Yes, I have three brothers, two older, and one younger

Yakubov:  And they reside in the area as well?

Banfield?  Yes

Yakubov:  In reading some of the information about you, I found out that you are a 

Reverend.  What made you go that route, and become a reverend?

Banfield:  I grew up in a Christian family, and because living in a rural are, the church 

was a big part of are life.  I made a commitment to the lord when I was ten or eleven 

years old.  As I grew up in my high school years, I became interested in what I was going 

to do with my life, as many high school kids do.  Because of my different involvements, I 

felt that I should give my life to serving god

Yakubov:  Was your family supportive of you taking that route to become a reverend?

Banfield:  My family was encouraging

Yakubov:  Is there any history of other family members that have pursued that route as 

well?

Banfield:  As believers there has been a good heritage, but necessarily in clergy

Yakubov:  Can you tell us what the City Mission is, and what specific functions it serves?

Banfield:  Well, it’s an outreach, a Christian outreach that helps hurting people.  It’s 

interesting to reflect that there were two organizations that affected my early life; one of 

them was the City Mission, the other one Youth for Christ.  Both were located here in the 

Cleveland are.  In my teen years I began participating with a group from my church, at 

least once a month, when the City Mission was still at East 9th, and St. Clair.  I think the 

seed was planted at that time.  At that time the City Mission had teams that would go out 

to the local churches, and they would have a service and present the story of the City 

Mission.  There were individuals that would share their testimonies as tom how they 

found the lord, and how there life had changed as a result of that.  So this was a big 

influence on my life, when I was younger.  Youth for Christ actually had its beginning 

here in Cleveland, in the City Mission building, when they had no money, and could 

afford to hold meeting anywhere else, they stared holding meeting at the City Mission. 

As a teenager I attended the Youth for Christ rallies there.  I would say that the church 

and the City Mission, had a great effect on my life, and it directed me.  

Yakubov:  How long have you been associated with the City Mission?

Banfield:  Well I would say, well not in employment, but as a volunteer, since probably 

my high school days.  My father before me volunteered at the Mission as well.  You 

asked as to what the Mission is, to some it would be regarded as a Christian social service 

ministry that deals with the spiritual and social needs of the city.  It has varied over the 

years, the needs have changed.  

Yakubov:  The need of the City Mission has changed?

Banfield:  To accommodate the changes in society.  That also including moving from one 

location to another in order to expand in size, and to fit the needs of the community at 

any given time.

Yakubov:  How long was your father a volunteer at the City Mission for?

Banfield:  That would go back to my childhood probably to the mid to late thirty’s.  

Yakubov:  What has your role been in the City Mission, and its growth over the years?

Banfield:  Well in 1970 I was invited to become the first full time youth director of the 

City Mission, they had always had programs there but they never had staff members that 

has shared responsibilities.  The opportunities for young people was increasing, and the 

need for this type of ministry was there, so I accepted that call in 1970.  I served in that 

capacity until 1983, as the youth director.

Yakubov:  Cab you tell us something about being the Youth director, and what it was?

Banfield:  It’s interesting because I was invited to come because I was a pastor at Lake 

County.  My wife and I had volunteered for a week to direct the City Missions children’s 

camp at their facility, at Grand Valley Christian Center.  I had known the director, and he 

had known me all my life as well.  That week of camp I received the invitation to come in 

to their staff full time.  At that time the Mission had a Sunday school, which it has had 

historically, there has always been programs that has been designated for the youth of the 

city from the very, very beginning.  Than we developed that in to like teen clubs, to 

junior high night, to senior high night, and we got basketball leagues together and we 

joined the city leagues.  That was pretty much the program, over the years, we used some 

of the older kids, who were reliable to staff out summer camps, and they were nice boys, 

waitresses, and dishwashers.  We would work with other camps of the city and we 

coordinated with them, it provided a job and a work experience for some of are older 

teenagers.  Many of them now have expressed appreciation for that foundation that they 

received, and many have gone on to have very successful lives.  

Yakubov:  Does the Youth Ministry still operate, and still serve the same functions?

Banfield:  Yes, and again it has adjusted to the needs.  Now in our facility on east 55th 

and Carnegie, they have their own buildings, where as we had only one floor.  This is 

now called Crossroads, it also has a regulation size basketball gym, it has a computer lab, 

and it has after school programs.  Our busses go to several schools in the immediate 

community after schools, and the children that are signed up are bussed to our facility, 

for additional education, but also for Christian emphasis.  

Yakubov:  Who Does the Youth Ministry cater too?

Banfield:  Currently it caters too, I think there are four schools in the fairly immediate 

area, and that is accommodating to those kids.  Previously when I started, we started with 

one bus, today we have four busses.  As the situation, and the lives of some of are 

children would change, the further out we kept extending our bus route; it wasn’t 

practical, but we didn’t want to loose those kids.  I’m also very pleased at this time that 

there is a scholarship program which enable young people to go in to secondary 

education.  We have a donor who provided scholarships to Baldwin Wallace College, and 

we currently have two young people who are currently finishing their degrees there.  

Others have gone to places like Moody Bible Institute, those who are interested in going 

in to Christian ministries.  So, a lot of people aren’t aware of this program that the Youth 

ministry offers.  This is also available to some of are adults as well, and some have taken 

advantage of it.  However, with there tough schedules some can’t take advantage of it.

Yakubov:  How do children here about this Youth Ministry?

Banfield:  Mostly word of mouth. 

Yakubov:  So, after serving as the director of the Youth Ministry what was next in line 

for you?

Banfield:   Well I served as an Associate Director for two years beginning in 1983; I 

served under Reverend Clifton Gregory.  And, actually he served for 35 years prior to 

that time.  I grew up knowing him as the Director of the Mission.

Yakubov:  What is the responsibility as the Director of the City Mission?

Banfield:  Well obviously it’s the oversight.  There are 6 different ministries associated 

with the City Mission each with a director and the Executive Director obviously needs to 

have the oversight over that.  And at the same time, needs to see provisions work 

properly, and all the financial aspects of it as well.  I had the privilege as being the 

director during the location change from West 4th street, in the Warehouse District, to 

East 55th Carnegie.  It was a challenge finding a place to go, but we eventually found the 

place on East 55th on Carnegie.

Yakubov:  How to you receive your financial support, is it from the City of Cleveland, or 

mostly private donors?

Banfield:  We are financed thru private donors and from foundations and individuals, we 

don not receive public funding do to separation of church and state.  We are comfortable 

with that, sometimes under Government funding, the funds are there, but then once the 

new administration comes in, the funds might not be allocated anymore; the 

administration withdraws those funds and so forth.  It is a job to raise the funds, but yet at 

the same time yet you are very secure, and we are free to teach and preach we are 

comfortable with

Yakubov:   How do you attract donors to contribute money to the organization?

Banfield:  That also has evolved with time and modern technology.   As a child I 

remember those teams visiting our church that was happening around the Cleveland area, 

the teams going out to the country churches and neighboring churches.  It was kind of the 

development department, and the representatives were coming out of the Youth 

organization at that time, which was known as Christian Companion Ship Clubs, these 

were young adults who grew out of the Sunday school and in to their teen years.  Many 

of them were very gifted, the Mission always made sure that they brought with them 

programs that would be enjoyable to the people.  And always among them would be 

someone representing one of the Ministries, sharing how their life had been changed as a 

result of being there. That plus Newspaper articles and so forth, the Mission had a weekly 

live radio broadcast called Mission Melody’s and I think it was on WTAM.  That was 

primarily live music, I participated in that in my Youth, Reverend Gregory would have 

comments in between the musical portions; it was a fun thing.

Yakubov:  Does the Mission still do something like that, like a live broadcast, or 

something similar.  

Banfield:  We did it thru my tenure their as Director, we were on WCRF which is 

Christian radio here in Cleveland, as well as WCLV, the fine arts station we had on 

Sunday mornings.  That was sponsored by an organization called the Gospel Workers 

Society, which used to be Union Gospel Press on the west side, I understand that old 

building is going to be renovated, they have had a heart for the Mission for a very, very 

long time.  More recently there doing some TV spot announcements and again there 

progressing with technology, there is that.  Than there are major mailings and so forth. 

We have an anniversary banquet and a spring banquet every year, in which people are 

challenged to donate.  Now we are doing a golf charity event, and there is a run that they 

do, so we have been very progressive, sort of addressing our needs.

Yakubov:  I realize that you were the Director of the Mission from 1985 till 1996, what is 

the most gratifying part of your job.

Banfield:  I believe the results in peoples lives makes it worth while, there are times that 

when you kind of tear your hair and there are the details and so forth.  I believe the 

overall encouragement to minister there is the fact that we are reaching people and 

helping, helping them change.  It’s been a real joy to my wife and I to live long enough to 

see some of those young people from the 70s who have established families, and have 

gone on in their education and so forth.  Many of whom come back to volunteer at the 

City Mission, and to see them grow up, and now see their children growing up and now 

seeing some of them going off to college, it’s really so rewarding and exciting to us.  As 

the Director you really don’t have as close contact as we had with the clients in the Youth 

Program, at the same time, you are aware of what’s happening and you can see the 

difference in peoples live. Some come back to work on the staff, and are hired at the 

Mission as well.

Yakubov:  What is the most discouraging aspect of you job as being the Director?

Banfield:  Well we rejoice in the success stories, but we heard over those who fall back, 

we don’t give up on them, we try to keep an open door, we never give up on them under 

any conditions; they are welcomed back any time. I think it’s also difficult and 

challenging for us to see the changing conditions in society.  Some of these I have heard 

about as far as the progression is concerned, and some of it I have experienced.  But, 

years ago when my father was involved, with the homeless, they were just homeless men 

pretty much, primarily alcoholics.  They were housed over night in a place called the 

Wafers lodge, which I’m not sure exactly where that was. The Mission would feed them 

a meal and have a chapel service, and then those men would go too actually I have heard 

that they went to this large building, and slept the night there.  My dad was part of a team, 

where it would have a service at the Wafers Lodge, and I believe it was in the, probably 

1940s when the city decided to close the Wafers Lodge.  It was at that point that the City 

Mission and other organizations made accommodations to house the men.  So that 

introduced the dormitories and so forth for homeless men, and than we kind of 

progressed from that attempting to provide a, they would come and have a meal and stay 

overnight, and leave in the morning, and be back out in the streets.  Once we moved to 

are location in East 55th and Carnegie, we had more programs to offer them, like 

education, and so forth.  With the move again in the men’s program, and now the 

women’s program, we now have computer labs, were trying to give them the tools to 

progress in their lives.  The exciting par is seeing the people happy, and seeing them 

progress.  Than in the 70s we began having women with children arriving on the door 

steps on West 4th street asking for a place to stay, they knew we were a Mission.  We 

were filled with male residents at that point, so our board of trustees and are directorship 

at that time wanted to expand and build a women’s home.  They established Angelina 

Christian home on the west side of Cleveland at that time to accommodate women in 

emergencies.  As the Youth Ministry grew they acquired a camp, so they could be sure of 

a facility that they would be, that they could manage, they were renting camps.  This was 

a 600 hundred acre property; it was previously a Jewish camp that was no longer 

functioning.  There were board members who mortgaged their homes in order to acquire 

that camp for those kids.  It was our joy to see that develop from very primitive 

accommodations, to very nice accommodations.  The needs have been driven by growth 

in the programs, or the needs of societies, and god has helped us as well.  

Yakubov:  There were board members that actually mortgaged there house to acquire this 

property?

Banfield:  This occurred, or became available just after by Urban renewal, the Mission 

was moving from East 9th and St. Clair for the bond court complex to the West 4th 

location.  At that time the Mission went in to debt to acquire the West 4th property what 

they form Urban renewal didn’t enable them to just transfer.  So than this camp became 

available, they liked it and they saw a vision for it, but they didn’t have the money for it, 

and so there were those who sacrifices and made that possible. Than just before I became 

the Director we sold 300 hundred acres that we never set foot on to a developer for more 

than we paid for 600 hundred acres and all the building that were there.  So the camp was debt free at that point, so I had the privilege of having capital campaigns, and building the 

Clifton Gregory Youth Center.  

Yakubov:  It seems to me that the people who work at the City Mission would do 

anything in their life for the Mission, that’s just how much the Mission means to them 

and to their life, cam u elaborate on that if you can?

Banfield:  I think there is a heritage there, their is a carry over, the longevity is there also.  

The people of the Mission are very dedicated, and we are blessed to have people who 

love the Mission

Yakubov:  Is the Mission committed to hiring the best people around?

Banfield:  I believe that is true from our board of trustees on down they have been 

prominent men of faith who have certainly help steer us with their professional abilities, 

means, and gifts.

Yakubov:  Have there been people who have worked in the Mission, who previously 

lived their?

Banfield:  Yes, there are in the men’s and the women’s especially there are those who 

came in to the program and were kept on.  The Youth Ministry has a smaller staff, but we 

have had some on the staff who went on and went to college, and came back.  But 

currently we don’t have a continuum, but that could change, you never know.  

Yakubov:    How long can somebody live in the City Mission for?  Does it depend on the 

person, or what?  Does somebody have to graduate one of the programs to be able to stay in the Mission?

Banfiled:  Ok, for the mans programs which is called, the Youth program is called 

pathways I made a mistake. Pathways is a Youth organization, and the Croddroads 

Ministry is the mans ministry, ok.  There is the overnight for the person desperate coming 

of the street, they I believe can get up to a weeks free lodging with meal, and they don’t 

have to go out during the day time there is a day room where they may stay if the need 

too.  They are encouraged to move out of that situation and move in to a residential 

situation.  Sometimes were are at capacity, which is somewhat very progress of the 

gentlemen its self, as to how long it would be, we kind of go with the flow there, based 

on the gentlemen.  But we encourage them to stay long enough where they can get on 

their feet; there are also additional apartments on the campus.  We also want to avoid 

making them dependant upon us so there is a fine line there that varies with the 

individual.  

Yakubov:  What does the Mission require somebody to do in order to have an extended 

stay in the Mission?  Does the Mission require that they find a job, and get income, or what? 

Banfield:  Most of them are without a job when they come, and that’s why they come.  

Most of the time we prefer that they do not go out and find a job very soon, until they 

have completed a stage in the program, where we feel that, are more secure in the 

lifestyles and so forth.  I think it depends on the individual, I think they can stay up to 

nine month, and then there is the transitional, after they find the employment.  Some have 

families to go back too, hey do have homes.  We encourage the rebuilding of their 

relationships with their families.

Yakubov:  What is the success rate of males who come in to the program, and graduate 

effectively?  Are most of them able to start a new life?

Banfield:  I wish our director of the mans program was here.  I’m not sure what the latest 

statistics are, not being the director for a while.  I heard them, I’m terrible with numbers, 

I’m not a good numbers person.  I feel that there are a good proportion of men and 

women that are long term program for women is just getting on its feet now, so we really 

don’t have a track record there.  But, with the men because it has been going for so many 

years, I can’t give you the statistics, I wish I had them, but I can’t give it to you at this 

time

Yakubov:  The City Mission has moved numerous times, why so many moves?  From 

West 4th the Speak Easy place, East 9th, and so on.  So why so many moves?

Banfield:  That Speak Easy was apparently, and I don’t remember these it was in 1910.  It 

was at West 4th and Superior and I think that.  The story goes, the first meeting they held 

there they served coffee out of the old glasses that had been used for other beverages 

previously and it apparently was fairly small, and I have no dimensions or anything.  

From their I believe they built one new building but I have an idea that there was 

probably a temporary or short term programs.  Obviously with the expansion of 

ministries came the need for building that was one of the motivating factors for the 

Mission.  I’m sure that was for the first three locations and to continue to grow it had to 

go to other corodors to accommodate.  Even probably going to east 9th and St. Clair, it 

was motivated by urban renewal.  Than that move from East 9th to West 4th was 

motivated by Urban renewal.  We were not forced out of the Warehouse district really 

they were accommodating to a sense and very understanding, but the zoning laws made it 

necessary for us to make that move.  The deference between moving from East 9th to 

West 4th was the property had appreciated to such a degree that we were able to go not go 

in debt to acquire some of the building at east 56th. 

Yakubov:  Has the funding of the City Mission increased or decreased over the years?
Banfield:  It has gradually increased over the years, obviously it has its high times and it 

has its low times.  The summer time it is the most difficult time for us, are programas 

continue but that is a period of time where people think that homeless people don’t hurt 

as much.  We try to build a reserve in advance, obviously economic stances change.  

When we purchased the facilty whaich has become Lauras Home on the west side it was 

prior to 911 and we were in to the capital campaign, and the ensuing financial decline 

after 911 and the general climate of finacaes.  It has been a struggle for us, but we have 

been able to complete, and we are moving ahead now.  

Yakubov:  Do you believe that in some aspects that not having the finanacial resourcxes 

limits your ability to achive goals that the Missions wants to pursue?  Does not having the 

financial resources hinder the development of the organization?

Banfield:   No, we are people of faiath, and have been people of faith.  God has done 

wonderfull things for us in that area, and we do trust him to provide, and we honor that 

faith.  I think probably we have been more cautious, we do have a track record that we 

look back too.  The Mission went thru the great depression, and we experienced that, and 

its interesting to note that in our history in times of depression that for some reason that 

peole are moved to respond in giving.  This last one has been kind of a test, The Lauras 

Home, that’s been kind of a test of are faith, considering the magnitude of the project, but 

its working out ok.  

Yakubov:  How does the Mission know what departments to spend the money the in?  

Where the money should be allocated too?  How do you decide that, or the board of 

directors?

Banfield:  The division heads or department heads are all part of an administrative team, 

and each of them are respomsible in the budgeting process to present their goals and their 

needs on an annual basis.  Sometimes are history has been that the outside need has been 

dictated by the outside for instance the introduction of the dormitories the living situation 

for men, and then later the womens home, the Angelinas Home, was, came from the 

necessity of the people we serve.  So, what I have found from my experience is the very 

gracious staff, the planning process for the East 55th campus was so exciting the 

department heads the division heads were invited too express their wildest dreams of 

what they might have.  They had so much in put in their desighn coming out of their 

expertise, what they have wanted and desired.  As far as the mans program we are at 

capacity, and have been for  afew years.  The need for the longterm women program has 

driven our leadership to meet that need, those who have needs and have a place to be, are 

very ccomidating.  It’s a wonderful tema, we been thru this process.  Some things have 

been put on hold, but we have been able to carry on.

Yakubov:  I believe early on when the Mission first started, it catered to immigrants, as 

opposed to now it catewrs to the residentsof the city of Cleveland.  Is my assumption 

true?

Banfield:  The early people were from the south and also from Europe, they used the 

tenamnt housing that was available, usually around the central city.  In some ways the 

neighborhood has changed geographical;ly, with the move to East 55th street, we have 

rarely had night that we haven’t been full in capacity, they have been able to find us and 

get bthere.  When I started in the Youth Program the Youth Program was integrated in 

the central city, it was divided by the river, and the projects on the west side, mostly by 

ccaukasians, and the iner city projects, the kids.  Then the housing situation changed 

where the Casusians seemed to move out, geographically it changed.  So cince then it has 

mostly been African Americans, but we are open to everybody, not just African 

Americans.  

Yakubov:  Would you say that most of those people there are from those surrounding 

neigberhoods? 

Banfield:  Not necesserailt the homeless, I thnk the Youth program because of the 

association of the schools.  We had people come from the suburbs, maybe people referred 

by social services, or agencys or so forth.  I think there is the potential for integhration 

there, but are hearts are opoen to all.

Yakubov:  What promted the Mssion to build a women organization?  What promted that 

desire?

Banfield:  Well in the beginning when we found Angeleine Christian home on West 4th 

street, it was already as much as we could accomidate.  Also  it was felt that it would be 

very difficult to intyegerate the mens and the womes program in the same facility. We 

belomg to an international organization with rescue missions, and I kinow for a fact that 

some of are missions are designed to accomidate both sexes.  I would say the great 

majority find it works, and its more comfortable, and I’m pretty sure there hppy with thos 

decisions

Yakubov:  Would you say that there more men or women in the organization?  What 

would you say?

Banfield:  The opening of our Lauras home ceratinlyprovided , currently they are 

accomidating over a hundred women and children, and it can grow a little more, that was 

a former mental hospital, so it hold more.  Lauras home duplicated the entire square 

footage size thjan are campus on east 55th, so it has, it is enabling us to reach more, so at 

this point, the women are ahead.  

Yakubov:  What kind of relationship does the City Mission have with Cleveland?

Banfield:  I would say comfortable, ion some ways its more neighboring, obviously we 

don’t seek the financial support of the city of Cleveland.  I can remember just in 1970s, 

that homelessness ith the men had expanded and everybody was being overloaded and we 

built  arelationship at that time, wher ahd the city open up the zones, so we could build 

more.  We banded together and wee successful, that started out good.  There has been good leadership.  In the neighborhoods when I became director of the City Mission, I had 

a good relationship with them.  It is interesting that right before I left we were hosting the 

monthly meeting of the midtown corridor association, and I paid a visit there recently hen 

I came back, and somebody came up to me, and thank me personally for the facility that we have brought in to the vity.  You kknow, you have to work hand in hand, and I think 

we have done that, very successfully

Yakubov:  How is the holiday time around the Mission?  It is probably very hectic?

Banfield:  It is very, very busy.  In fact we have a semi trailer in the yard right now which 

is being loaded to be sent down to the hurricanes.  We have two Missions one in Beloxie, 

and one in New Orleans that weas destroyed, and were teaming the Haven Ministries and 

Akron and I believe the Youngstown Mission, to send down there, to help are Missions 

with supplies.   I’am sorry what was the question agin?

Yaklubov:  How is the Holiday time around the Mission?

Banfield:  It is very busy, we provide, we feed we have special meals.  For the familes we 

provide food in baskets, so they can prepare a meal in their home.  The children are 

involved in Christams shopping for the familes, with funding that is involved, there are 

special things for the.  We try to make up to are people.

Yakubov:  How does somebody who is interested in volunteering in the City Mission go 

about doing so?

Banfield:  There is a e-mail address that I don’t have in my head either, but a phone call 

to the City Mission, and just ask for the volunteer department.  We could not survive with 

out volunteers, its just so many, many people are involved.  For example the meals, the 

evening meals for the homeless, starting with men, are brought in by groups of people, 

they provide as a group and serve meals to are people.  Thats been typical for as long as 

I’ve known of the Mission.

Yakubov:  What does the future hold for the Mission? What is the vision of the Mission?

Banfield:  As far as the vision is concerned, I’m very gratefull for the fact that the vision 

has been handed down since 1910.  We kind of remarked together that the purpose and 

goals of the mission as it was established are carefully being upheld and practiced today 

by are lewadership. Also from are track record is concerned we have been faithfull to 

god, and god will be faithfull to us, we keep expanding and moving ahead and try 

accomidating the needs.  I haven’t menetioned are Prison Ministry and a lot of people 

aren’t aware of that, but we have a full time Mission and a chaplain volunteers, that has 

been historic as long as the Mission has been around.  In fact in the eaerly days ther City 

Mission provided the chaplain for the county prison here in the city, we paid, we 

provided that fore the country, of kourse that has changed.  

Yakubov:  Does the Mission still do that?  Provide this for the prisons?

Banfield:  We, now there is a head chaplain tht the county provides, we coordinate with 

the groups, this is an area that we work with, with the existing people.  

Yakubov:  How much longer do you anticipate your self being acive in the Mission for?

Banfield:  as long as it enables us.  My wife has been a partner, she came from a banking 

background, so before I became the director, he appointed her to head the, break her in to 

being the financial person their and she worked with the accountants.  When we were in 

Youth Ministries she had a job outside of that, she would come in and teach a Sunday 

school class, work with the teenagers and head them to are house.  They call her mom, 

we had no children of are own, so, we had to borrow other peoles. 

Yakubov:  As far as my questions arw concerned, I’m done.  Is there anything y6ou 

would like to aske me?

Banfield: No I hadn’t thought of any questions, I think we discussed the pirtpose of this,I 

think it is wonderfull, and I’m glad to be included in this, and I hope it is helpful.
